Mega Medical Camp in association with Dwaravathi Foundation: 

   A Mega Medical Camp was set up by KOSA with the support of 18 well-

experienced senior doctors from various specialties, in association with the 

Dwaravathi Foundation. The camp provided free medical check-ups, consultations, 

and diagnostic services to both students and the local community. The collaboration 

with the Dwaravathi Foundation ensured the deployment of seasoned medical 

professionals, enhancing the quality of healthcare services provided during the 

event. 

Tests for Diabetes, BP, ECHO, ECG, BONE DENSITY  are conducted at free of 

cost.  Doctors diagnosed the problems related to diabetes, skin diseases, HEART, 

gastric problems, liver, kidney, nose, ear, throat, neuro, eye problem, dental 

problem, brain, spine, CANCER and gave medicines at free of cost. Even paediatric 

problems are also examined by expert doctors and medicines are given at free of 

cost. Ayurvedic panchakarma medical experts also conduct tests and gave free 

medicines.  Free distribution of medicines with approximate cost of 4.2 lakhs to the 



patients takes place. 800 people including KBN college students and staff members 

benefited with this free medical camp.
