Department of English on 14
th

 September, 2019 for the UG & PG Students. The Resource 

Person was Ms. Rupa Bhattacharya, Corporate Trainer, ETS & Learning Links, Pune. The 

Session was started by giving the task to the students to write four things that they would like 

to find out from atleast six people in the room. Students enthusiastically participated in it. Ms. 

Rupa went on explaining the importance of English as a means of communication and how it 

builds communicative competence.  

 Learning should always be task based, as this helps the learners to acquaint integrated 

skills to compete in the job market. It is the language of government, law, beauracy, banking, 

education, mass media etc. and above all it connects learners on the International platform as 

well. Unless we use the language with command we cannot express our views clearly. English 

helps to build career that is why big companies like TOFEL, IBT, IELTS and GRE conduct 

language proficiency test, to help learners so as to qualify them to study abroad. Immaterial 

of accent English is very clear and simple. It also makes us proficient in Technology. We can 

have access to net or Google with English language. Pragmatic understanding is an essential 

feature to have competence in English, particularly in reading and listening. One way of 

understanding how reading comprehension operates through what is called reading purposes 

in academic settings. They are: 

1. Basic comprehension 

2. Learning comprehension 

3. Inference  

 Apart from it, listening is also very important for pragmatic understanding listening 

skills can be acquired by taking notes as we listen. All these skills help us to speak effectively. 

The same sentence gives different meaning by changing stress from one word to another in 

the sentence.
