REPORT 

To promote the quality education among the students, the IQAC Cell always 

strives to organize various quality promotion activities to the faculty members and the 

students also. Every year it’s a regular practice of our college to organize a faculty 

development programme to inculcate the technological advancements, pedagogical 

tools and other improvements in the educational policies among the faculty members 

in the month of June. 

Resource Person: Prof. R.R.L Kantham, Former Registrar, ANU, Guntur 

 Topic: Qualities of a Good Teacher 

Prof R.R.L Kantham cited incidents from his personal life and explained how 

one can become a good teacher. He emphasised that teaching should vary for different 

levels of students based on their learning and receiving capabilities. Further, he added 

that while teaching, the teacher should see that the student is able to understand the 

concept and ask him to prepare the notes by himself instead of taking a photocopy. 

Though open book concept is not encouraged, it is advisable to ask the students to 

solve some of the exercise problems by referring to the solved examples. 

He suggested the audience to see that the student does not sit in the same place every 

day, due to which, he may lose association with all other classmates. It is the 

responsibility of a teacher to see that he improves his way of teaching year by year by 

updating his presentation slides. 

Resource Person:  Prof. M. Babu Reddy, Krishna University 

Topic: Pedagogy Tools 
Prof M. Babu Reddy reiterated that the teacher plays a major role in building 

the society by moulding the students into responsible citizens. He asked the faculty to 

have passion in the job in which they are doing. He explained the various dynamics 

associated with the classroom. He compared the sensitive nature of the present day 

generation students to the earlier generations. He suggested the tips how to deal with 

slow learners, arrogant and irregular students. He advised the faculty to discuss about 



the society related burning topics with the students to generate social responsibilities 

in them. He felt that the most important aspect is to retain the tempo in the class till 

the end of the lecture. He suggested the fresher’s to teach more subjects so as to gain 

in- depth knowledge which will be useful to have an impact on students. Usage of 

LCDs and other digital technology should only supplement the teaching but should 

never become a hurdle in teaching. 

Resource Person: Hari Prasad Kunapareddy, State Project Director, RUSA 

Topic: Mentoring Young Professionals 

Sri K. Hariprasad delivered a lecture on Mentoring skills and the role of a 

teacher in guiding the students in the right path. He mentioned the need of mentoring 

the students in the educational institutions .He clarified the specific differences 

between mentoring and coaching methodologies. He focussed that the mentor 

relationships take on two roles:  one is Administrative, Political issue and the other is 

skill development. He suggested techniques to motivate the students such as setting 

the realistic goals, building strong and positive self-concepts among students, 

incorporating novelty and recognising individual differences and so on. He concluded 

by saying that to become a successful lecturer one should trust oneself and his brain. 

Resource Person: Dr. Ravi Kumar Balijepalli 

 Topic: Student Psychology 
Dr. B. Ravi Kanth asked the faculty to motivate the students towards career 

building instead of motivating them to secure a job. He mentioned two types of 

psychologies: positive and negative abnormalities in human nature. He clearly 

mentioned the need to understand the psychological condition of the student for 

effective counselling as there is high rise in the suicidal cases in India. The most 

commonly used psychometric tests which can be conducted for students to analyse 

their cognitive behaviors are: 

 Personality Tests 

 Achievement  Motivation test 

 Thematic Apperception test 

 Sentence completion 

 Stanford- Binet Intelligence  

He showed the various videos for inculcating self-control among the students 

which can be done only by assigning tasks that needs patience. He opined that the 

students should become socially desirable rather than commercially feasible. 



He quoted that learning is a continuous process and he mentioned that the 

learning styles are Audio, Visual and Kinaesthetic. He referred Prof. Yuval Noah 

Harari, historian, philosopher and best-selling author of 'Sapiens' and 'Homo Deus to 

get inspired by his ideas and thoughts. He specified the behaviour of the unconscious 

mind and pre conscious mind. 

He asked the audience to train the students to engage their left and right brains 

effectively.
