REPORT 

  The Telugu Department of KBN College has organised one day National Seminar on 

“తెలుగు సాహిత్యంలో వచన కవిత్వం-సామాజిక వికాసము” on 16
th

 December 2017 in Vivekananda 

Seminar Hall.  The inaugural function of the National Seminar started at 10.00AM.  Sri. R. 

Jitendra Kumar Lecturer in Telugu invited the guests on to the dais. Prof. M. Sampath Kumar, 

University of Madras, Chennai is the Chief Guest for the Seminar. The Guest of Honour is Dr. 

D. Vijay Bhaskar, Advisor, Culture and Language Dept. AP Government. They inaugurated 

the seminar by lightening the lamp along with other dignitaries on the dais. 

  The Presidential address is given by Dr. V.  Narayana Rao, Principal of the college.  He 

expressed his views that Telugu is the language of the southern Indian states of Andhra 

Pradesh and over 75 million people all over the world speak Telugu.  It stands second only to 

Hindi in India as to the number of native speakers. The Theme of the Seminar was given by 

Dr. J. V. Chalapati Rao, Head Dept. of Telugu and Convenor of the Seminar.   He expressed 

that according to linguists, Telugu is a Dravidian language.  It does not belong to the Indo-

Aryan family to which Hindi, Sanskrit, Latin and Greek belong.  The language from the poetic 

state has gradually changed to state of word and has gained importance in speaking. The Key 

note address was given by Prof.  M.  Ravi kumar, Head   Dept. of Telugu of Sri SV University, 

Tirupathi. He expressed that Sanskrit and its vocabulary heavily influenced Telugu literature; 

no other language has as much of an influence on Telugu as Sanskrit has. Indeed a large 

fraction of the characters of the Telugu alphabet – such as many of the aspirated consonants - 

were created especially to facilitate the writing and pronunciation of Sanskrit words. It is, 

therefore no exaggeration to boast that some of the best Sanskrit pronunciation can be heard 

from scholars residing in the coastal districts of Andhra Pradesh. 

  The first technical session started after a small Tea- Break at 11.15 AM. with the lead 

lecture of Dr. G.V. Poorna Chand, Secretary Krishna Districts Writer’s Association. He 

addressed that with the advent of British rule and the technology revolution sweeping the globe, 

it is no surprise to see, nowadays, that a Telugu person cannot conduct a conversation with 

another Telugu person for no more than a minute before switching to English or sprinkling the 

conversation with English words. No wonder J. B. S. Haldane, the well-known British 



geneticist, once remarked that Telugu fills the bill as the most suitable one to serve as India's 

national language.  

 The second technical Session started after the lunch break by 2.00 PM. The Session 

was addressed by Dr. G. Samba Siva Rao Faculty member, Andhra Loyola College, 

Vijayawada. He inspired the gathering by reciting a number of poems. Dr. A. Ramana Murthy 

Asst. Prof.  in Telugu, Krishna  University has given the lead lecture for the third Technical 

session which  started at 3.30 PM. Prof. G. Yoga Prabhavathi Devi, BOS Chairman, Dept. of 

Telugu & Oriental Languages, ANU, Guntur is the chief guest for the valedictory session. After
