REPORT 

“HUMANISM- ESSENTIAL FOR IDEAL SOCIETY AND BLISSFUL LIFE” 

(NSHUM – 2017) 

The inaugural function of the one Day National Seminar on “Humanism- Essential for 

Ideal Society and Blissful Life” (NSHUM – 2017) organised by Value Education Cell, 

started at 10.00 am on 30th June 2017. 

  Dr.J.V.Chalapathi Rao, Head, Dept. of Telugu,  invited the guests on to the dais.  

Smt. G. Sukanya, Head, Dept. of Telugu, Govt. City College, Hyderabad is the chief 

guest for the Seminar. The lightening of the lamp was done by the delegates on the dais. 

The presidential address was given by Dr. V.  Narayana Rao, Principal of the College. 

He expressed his views that the objective of the Seminar on Value Based Education is 

much relevant to everyone in inculcating the value systems that one should be committed 

to lead a blissful life.  He also added that the Seminar mainly focuses on how to lead 

happy life in individual sense and maintenance of harmony in society level. 

 The President of the College Sri. U. Samba Siva Rao addressed the gathering that 

the seminar is a Journey towards striving for sustenance of  human values.  The Secretary 

& Correspondent Sri SVSM Razith Kumar hoped that the ideas exchanged among the 

delegates will move beyond the confinements of present society to establish a new order 

based upon Human Values to emerge into a better society. Sri. N. samba Siva Rao, 

Lecturer in Human Values presented the theme of the seminar.   

  The Key note address was given by Dr. Illa Ravi A.P. State Resource Person, 

HVPE,  Academic Guidance Officer and  academic Guidance Officer, Office of  

Commissioner of Collegiate Education,A.P.                                                             

    He has given the absolute meaning of humanism as it is the main concept which is 

essential now a days and one should have to know from the school level and college 

level.  Students should be educated on the base of impartiality and should be educated to 

go according to the natural acceptance. The natural acceptance is a faculty which is 

present in every one.  If we observe it with self – verification we can   see it .  So every 

proposal which is naturally acceptable to us is true for us.   One should educate the 

children in families and in educational institutions to follow the voice of self which is 

also called as natural acceptance. Following the voice of self leads to happiness in the 



Individual life, family life and also in social life.  All the desires are under the influence 

of various assumptions and impressions of several aspects. If we understand that these 

assumptions and beliefs are contradictory to our natural acceptance, it means they are 

against happiness.  He concluded that the individual can easily know the real way of 

happiness and because of his behaviour the people in society will be surprised and 

impressed upon his character and follow him which leads to harmony in the relations. 

After the Key note address Tea- Break is given, and Technical Session I was 

started at 11.30 am.  Lt. M. Madhava Rao, Head, Dept. of Economics, S.R.R. & C.V.R. 

Govt. College. Vijayawada has given a lead lecture on “Right Understanding- Essential 

for Mutual Happiness”. He inspired the participants with his lecture, the contents of 

which are: Now-a-days there are several problems arising in the society which are based 

on violence. Everyone has the feeling that there is a need of change which causes 

happiness in the Individual level and at the Society level.  Human beings live in 

relationships. We are related to other human beings.  It is essential to understand these 

human relationships, starting from the people we live within our family, to our friends 

and the people in society.  The relationship exists between oneself and the other self. The 

feeling of ours shall be common in every human being.  This relationship is already 

there, it need not be created.  It only needs to be understood and fulfilled accordingly.  

These feelings can be recognized.  Their recognition, fulfilment and evaluation leads to 

mutual happiness.  

After Technical session I Lunch Break is given for one hour. At 1.30pm Technical 

session II started with the lead lecture of Smt. G. Sukanya, Telengana HVPE resource 

person, Hyderabad, who addressed on “Harmony in the family and Society”. She shared 

her views on human values as follows: Human values and professional ethics provide the 

basic orientation for the change of society.  In current educational system it is very 

essential to introduce the inputs of value education. It will bring awareness in students 

and develop to fulfil happy life.  It gives information on the purpose of human existence 

and the basic aspiration of human beings viz. happiness and prosperity.  For happiness 

and prosperity there is need of understanding harmony at all the four levels of human 

living.  There is an importance of knowing self-exploration for better understanding of 

one‟s own self, because the human beings can lead a holistic life and work for the 



achievement of comprehensive human goal.  She concluded that when everyone follows 

the natural acceptance, in a society there is no room for violence in that society. That 

society is called as ideal society. 

 

  The Pre- Valedictory session was addressed by Dr. N. Usha, Head, Dept. 

of English, Krishna University, Machilipatnam. She gave an inspiring talk on 

“Humanism Essential for Ideal life”.  She shared her views that to lead a happy life in the 

society , one has to maintain good health.  It is essential to understand the functioning of 

body and along with that Food that gives required nutrients and energy to the body must 

be selected Yogasana, Surya namaskaras and Pranayama are well designed exercises 

with specific postures and regulation of breathing.  They keep the body healthy and 

ensure the synergy between the self and the body.   Daily practice of Pranayama will give 

sufficient energy for the body for healthy response of the external world.  The asanas will 

balance the body and the energy will be properly distributed to all levels which create 

blissfulness in their activities.  With meditation on can easily identify the „self‟ and also 

can see the   „self‟ in others which creates happiness within himself and create ideal 

society. 

 The valedictory session started at 4.00pm. Dr. N. Usha has given the valedictory 

address. The brief summary of the seminar was given by Sri. N.  Samba Siva Rao.
