Prof. V.Jyothi, in her lecture highlighted the
following points related to economic challenges and issues,

Major sectors which have been contributed to the economy gradually declined from past 3 years.

Major sectors like Education sector, Agriculture sector and industrial sector declined during

COVID-19

GDP being is the major participant of Indian economy had totally collapsed due to COVID-19

It was observed that GDP growth rate declined from past 3 years 7.8%, 6.8% and 5.0%

Agriculture growth rate had declined from past 3 years 5%, 2.9% and 1.5%

Export growth rate had increased from past 3 years 4.7%, 12.5% and 13.4%

Import growth rate had reduced from past 3 years 17.6%, 15.4% and 12.7%

Service sector was one of the major parameters to improve the economy in pandemic situation

service sector which had increased from 7.5% to 9.2%

Inflation growth rate had increased as per CP1 and WPI

Revenue and Fiscal also went down due to COVID-19

After observing these parameters government need to take necessary measures to develop economy.

As well, government need to adopt some measures and policies which help to improve economy.
