THEME OF THE SEMINAR

India emerged as the world's second largest start-up ecosystem next the US. India is a hotspot
for start-up and spacing forward at an exponential rate. They are the result of entrepreneurs’
enthusiasm and determination. The term "startup" refers to "a company, a partnership, or a
temporary organization designed to search for a repeatable and scalable business model". In
India, Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of
Commerce and Industry, the Start-up India Initiative has rolled out several programs
intending to support entrepreneurs, build a robust start-up ecosystem and transform India into
a country of job creators instead of job seekers. By the end of the 2023, In India, one lakh
plus start-ups are recognized and reported above 120 annual growth rate. These start-ups
generated 12.42 lakh jobs up to now. The role of Start-ups is very significant in balancing of
regional economic development where more than half are located in tier-1 and tier-11 cities
across the country. In total recognized, 8000 plus Start-ups are led by women which indicates
their role in women entrepreneurship development. Therefore, without Start-ups the future of
Indian business scenario is implausible. Thus, present seminar throws light on the different

aspects of the Start-ups scenario in India.

INTRODUCTION OF THE SEMINAR

India needs more than a 100 million jobs a year and the jobs which are generated are mostly
from startups and not big enterprises. Startup entrepreneurship is crucial because it also
brings new innovations, new jobs and competitive dynamics into the business environment
and enterprises. The role of startups in economic prosperity is enhancing in today's world.
One of the main advantages of startups is that it creates new jobs. Global data shows that
startups are creating more jobs in our nation than the large companies or enterprises. As of
now, many of the startups have introduced latest technology Artificial Intelligence, and
Robotics etc. Most of the technology giant companies outsource their tasks to startups now
days. It will also help to increase the cash flow of startups. Bearing in mind the significance
of responsibility that the Indian startup are allocated to play in the enlargement of Indian
economy. The turnover achieved through the startups and the vast numbers of jobs that can
be created by facilitate startup, even the market controller Securities and Exchange Board of
India (SEBI), the ease of use of startup regulation led to facilitate the flow of funds from the

market to startup.
