
CAMPAIN ON HEALTH, HYGEINE AND ENVIRONMENT 

(25th May, 2023)  
 

NSS units from KBN College, in collaboration with the Indian Red Cross Society, 

conducted a comprehensive campaign focused on Health, Hygiene, and the Environment on 

May 25, 2023, within the slums of Vijayawada town. Dr. A. Sridhar Reddy, Chairman of 

the Red Cross Society Andhra Pradesh, emphasized the Society's commitment to not only 

responding to natural disasters but also promoting social development. Under the banner 

"Arogyam - Cleanliness - Environment," the Red Cross Society, REC Limited, Youth Red 

Cross Volunteers from KBN College, and NSS Departments launched a statewide campaign 

in Vijayawada. This initiative aimed to raise awareness about environmental issues, 

personal hygiene, and environmental cleanliness. 

 

As part of this program, various slums within Vijayawada town were targeted to educate 

women, children, and adolescent girls about various pertinent issues. Volunteer teams also 

engaged in community surveillance. The campaign commenced in the slum area beneath the 

Errakatta of Kedareswarapet in Vijayawada city, with Dr. A. Sridhar Reddy, the chief guest, 

expressing the mission's significance. He explained that the campaign's scope extended to 

underserved areas of society, focusing on health and environmental concerns. Dr. A. Sridhar 

Reddy revealed plans to organize a campaign involving approximately five thousand 

volunteers, covering around one lakh houses on August 15. This extensive program would 

extend state-wide. 

 

Additionally, the campaign included the distribution of personal hygiene kits and dustbins.
