webinar on “Emerging trends in Computer Science” on 24th July, 2021. In this 

webinar the chief guest was Prof. K.B. Chandrasekhar, Vice Chancellor, Krishna 

University, Guests of Honors Prof. Y.K. Sundara Krishna, Registrar, Krishna 

University, Prof.D.Surya Chandra Rao, Principal, University college of Arts &

resource persons for the webinar were Dr. K.V. Kadambari, Asst Professor, 

Department of CSE, NIT Warangal, Sri.

The first session held by Dr. K.V. Kadambari and the talk on “Artificial 

Intelligence and its Applications”. In her talk, she mentioned the importance of 

AI in our daily lives. She focused on some of artificial intelligence applications 

used in our daily life like Google Predictive Search, Reminders, Online 

advertisements, Chatbots, Alexa for Amazon Echo devices etc., She also 

presented some videos to the participants on applications of AI like driver less 

cars, Auto play music by Alexa. Some of the important trends in the field of 

computer science are Artificial intelligence (AI), Machine Learning, Deep 

Learning, Cloud Computing etc., AI has been named a key driver of the Fourth 

Industrial Revolution. We experience AI in our homes, our cars, our businesses, 

and even in public spaces. Machine learning enables an AI system to learn from 
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data. Working in the field of AI and machine learning means innovating the 

technology of tomorrow. With the emergence of cloud computing technology, 

companies no longer need their own servers to build products. As the cloud 

continues to grow, so will the demand for professionals with cloud computing 

skills, including cloud security, database management, and network architecture. 

After that the second session held by Sir T.Anjireddy from USA and the talk on 

“Robot Process Automation”. In his presentation, he explained the differences in 

the companies before RPA and after RPA. RPA is an application of technology, 

governed by business logic and structured inputs, aimed at automating business 

processes. Using RPA tools, a company can configure software, or a “robot,” to 

capture and interpret applications for processing a transaction, manipulating 

data, triggering responses and communicating with other digital systems. RPA 

scenarios range from something as simple as generating an automatic response to 

an email to deploying thousands of bots, each programmed to automate jobs in 

an ERP system. He also mentioned what can a robotics assistants do like control 

process, provide remainders to the clients, manage resources, perform data entry 

so on. He concluded the presentation with the development cycle of RPA.
