 Department of Zoology organized a Guest Lecture on “Management of Dairy 

Animals” on 27
th

 July, 2019 to CBZ Students. Resource Person for this Lecture was 

Dr. G. Srividya, Asst. Prof. Dept. of Veterinary Pharmacology and Toxicology, NTR 

College of Veterinary Science, Gannavaram.  

 She explained that the Cattles, buffaloes and goats are three major domestic 

animal species in India which contribute to millions of tons of milk. She gave the 

classification of cattle breeds which were divided into milk breeds, draft breeds and 

dual purpose breeds. She specially mentioned about the Ongole breed and Murrah 

breeds. Ongole cattle are a very important cattle breed of India which played a vital 

role in producing many other famous cattle breeds. Cattle breeders use the fighting 

ability of the bulls to choose the right stock for breeding in terms of purity and 

strength and such breeds has to be preserved. The Murrah buffalo is a breed of water 

buffalo mainly kept for milk production. It originates in Punjab and Haryana states of 

India. They typically have short and tightly curved horns. Bulls weigh around 550 kg 

(1,210 lb) and cows around 450 kg (990 lb). She also made a mention of Holstein, 

Jersey, Niliravi, Mehsana etc. 

She told that maintaining these breeds is very important and it is necessary to 

preserve the native breeds. Then she gave precautions about the management and care 

of cattle. Then she explained about the bacterial, viral and fungal diseases that affect 

the cattle. Lastly she concluded that dairy industry provides nutrient food to human 

beings and such animals should be reared properly. 
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
